Bayonne Teacher Nominated for the MacGregor
Teaching Award

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Dr. John Bransfield, a teacher at Bayonne High School in
Bayonne, New Jersey was nominated for the Hannah E. (Liz) MacGregor Teacher of
the Year History Teacher Award.
